Guidelines
The goal:

To provide additional performance opportunities for students of GPSA members

To present polished Suzuki student performances to the community
Guidelines for Teachers:

It is strongly suggested that teachers and students choose pieces according to this criteria:

1.  A polished piece which
     a.   has been performed in another setting; for example, a solo for the

          group lesson, a studio recital, or other venue.
     b.  is before their current piece of study, (3 to 4 pieces behind their most recent piece) and 
          which has been thoroughly learned and polished over a period of time.

2.  Pieces should be memorized and rehearsed.

3.  Performing the piece close to CD tempos.

4.  Teachers should be present at the recital and arrive 45 minutes before

     the start of the recital.

5.  GPSA provides an official accompanist for the recitals.  If there is exceptional reason why you          
need to use another accompanist, the GPSA Board has a written procedure to approve the 
accompanist.  Please request the written guidelines from the Co-Pres.

Recital Policies:

1. Each GPSA teacher may send up to 4 students unless a student’s performance time is over 7 minutes in length.  In this case, the teacher will be limited to only one student due to time constraints.  Exceptions can be made pending estimated number of performers.

2. Students beyond Suzuki Book 4 level may perform pieces from outside the Suzuki repertoire.

3. All pieces must be memorized.  Performers should prepare a dignified bow for both before and after playing.

4. The non-refundable fee is $10 piano or unaccompanied solos - $20 accompanied instruments.
Fee includes both rehearsal and recital.

5. For accompanied instruments, contact GPSA’s official accompanist, Sue Bakshi, no sooner than 2 weeks before recital date at (215) 699-3255 herbmusic@comcast.net to schedule rehearsal time.
